They are highly competitive, with 2013 featuring the largest ever number of entries from
among 29 universities that teach journalism and broadcast.

The judges were media industry professionals from across Australia.

The awards cap a highly successful year for ECU students with broadcast students
winning WA's Best Student Journalism Award for the third year in a row and both
journalism and broadcast students receiving three top national tertiary student awards.

ECU's Journalism Coordinator Associate Professor Trevor Cullen said the awards reflect
the hard work and commitment by both staff and students and show how ECU's
programme is well-respected by industry, media professionals and Journalism educators



in Australia.
